The Age of U.S. Water Pipes
From pre-Civil War to Civil Rights era, U.S. water systems reflect a range of ages.

Baltimore's population peaked at 950,000 in the 1950s, a
decade that corresponds to a large number of water main
installations. The population today has shrunk by 40 percent.
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
